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Abstract
This study aimed at identifying the nature of control over the
constitutionality of laws in terms of its importance, justifications, and the
related jurisprudential opinions that were arisen, whether from supporters or
deniers. Also the study focused on highlighting the historical development that
the oversighting the constitutionality of laws went through in successive

Jordanian constitutions.

The study examined the issue of oversighting the constitutionality of
laws since the inception of the Law Forming the Regular Courts No. (26) for
the year (1952), then developed after the issuance of the Interim Supreme
Court of Justice Law No. (11) for the year (1989) and the Permanent Supreme
Court of Justice Law No. (12) for the year (1992), until the amendments to the
Jordanian Constitution for the year (1952) occurred in (2011), which included

the establishment of the Constitutional Court as an independent judicial body.



The study reached the conclusion that the Jordanian legislator has
stipulated the establishment of the Constitutional Court which is an advanced
step in the field of monitoring the constitutionality of laws, in addition to the
fact that the challenge before said court lies in two methods: direct challenge

and indirect challenge which so-called sub-request.

The study recommended the necessity of amendments to the law of the
Constitutional Court in terms of giving the right to individuals, unions and
institutions to directly challenge to the Constitutional Court, and that members
of the Constitutional Court should be specialists in the field of common law

being the most familiar with the constitution and its provisions
