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Abstract

The study aimed to identify the emerging training needs for private
school teachers in aljama’a district in Amman- the Capital City in light of
the Corona crisis (Covid 19) and its relationship to their job security from
their point of view.

The study adopted the relational descriptive approach, and its
community consisted of (6906) teachers who are all school teachers in
aljama’a district.

To achieve objectives of the study, the researcher developed
aquestionnaire consisted of Two parts: The first section requires
answering the basic information, and the second deals with the
guestionnaire that was formed from (61) clauses with two parts, the first
one which related to the emerging training needs divided into three
domains: the technological, administrative, and technical needs of the
teaching. As for the second part related to the level of job security, the
number of paragraphs reached (25) paragraphs distributed in two
domains: psychological and social security, job burden and economic
security And it was confirmed their sincerity and stability.and distributed
into a sample of (468) males and female teachers were they selected by
the simple random technique.

Results of the study revealed that the new training needs for
private school teachers in the aljama’a district, in light of the Corona
crisis (Covid 19), from their point of view, came with a medium degree in
the tool as a whole, and in all its domains, with no statistically significant



differences between the arithmetic averages due to variables: gender,
educational qualification, and years of experience.

The study also found that job security for teachers of private
schools in aljama’a district in Amman- the Capital City in light of the
Corona crisis (Covid 19) , was at an average level in general and in each
of its domains, with no statistically significant differences in the level of
job security due to with no statistically significant differences between
the arithmetic averages due to variables: gender, educational
qualification, and years of experience..

The results of the study showed a positive statistically
significant correlation between training needs emerging in light of the
Corona crisis and the level of job security from the point of view of
private school teachers in the district in all fields and in the overall
degree.

In light of the results, the study recommended several
recommendations, the most prominent of which are: Developing plans
and programs at the level of the Ministry of Education in general and at
the level of private and government schools to work to meet the needs of
teachers: technological, administrative, and technical teaching in order to
help them overcome the effects of emergency crises, including the
Corona crisis (Covid 19). ) Which is still continuing, and the provision of
modern devices and technologies, and the Internet in schools in a way
that makes it easier for teachers to fulfill the requirements of the
educational learning process in light of emergency crises.
