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Abstract

This current study aimed to identify the social alienation and the
academic adaptation level among the Syrian refugees students with
disabilities in Jordan and the relation between the alienation level and the
academic adaptation among these students ,in addition to identify the
(Gender ,and educational level) variables on the social alienation level and

the academic adaptation among the study sample.

The research used the relational approach. The study sample
consisted of (52) students with disabilities-males and females .Males were

(32) and females were (20) students.

To achieve the goals of the study, the social alienation and the
academic adaptation scales were used. The results showed an average level
of social alienation, and an average level of academic adaptation among the
study sample, and showed the effect of ( student gender) variable in favor
of the males, and in the (educational level variable) ,the results were in
favor of the BA students in the social alienation level ,whereas, no

differences appeared in (student gender) variable.

There was an effect of (The educational level) variable for the favor
of the high school and less in the academic adaptation level.



The results also showed an inverse relationship between social
alienation and the academic adaptation. The researcher recommended the
importance of presenting different intervention programs for Syrian
refugees with disabilities, particularly, the psychological and educational
counseling programs and the appropriate support programs that qualify

them to deal with the difficulties they encounter.
