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Abstract

This study aimed at investigate parenting Styles and its Relation to
the Children's Use of Electronic Screens in Jordan from the Mother:
Perspectives. The study population consisted of all mothers of children
under five in Madaba Governorate, and the study was applied in the year
(2021-2022). The study sample consisted of (271) mothers of children, and
The descriptive the correlative method was used. To achieve the goals of
the study, a questionnaire was developed consisting of (52) items
distributed on two axes, The first axis is the level of use of electronic
screens and includes four areas, and the axis of Parental Styles includes
three areas, and its validity and stability have been confirmed.

The results of the study showed that the first field of children's use of
electronic screens was average in all area, The results for the second field,
Parental Styles, were high for the first area, the democratic Styles, And
average on the second field permissive style, Low Third Domain
Authoritarian Style. Also, The results of the study showed that there were
no significant differences between the estimates of the study sample
members on Parental Styles for children using electronic screens in Jordan
from the mothers’ point of view, according to the variables of the mother’s

educational level, and the mother’s work, and the presence of significant



differences according to the child’s age variable for the second field
Authoritarian style and the result was in favor of those who were aged
(from 3 years to 5 years). And there are significant differences according to
the variable of the sex of the child for the first domain, the democratic
style, and the result is in favor of females.

In light of these findings, the study suggested providing lectures and
awareness-raising workshops about the use of electronic screens, and the

appropriate methods for dealing with children using electronic screens.
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
