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Abstract

This study aimed to identify the role of Co-curriculum activities in
reducing school dropout from an educational counselors' perspective. The
study sample consisted of all educational counselors in the governmental
schools affiliated to the directorate of education in Zarga the first, with a
total of (90) counselors (50) male counselors and (40) female counselors.

The researcher also developed a Scale of the role of co-curriculum
activities in reducing school dropout, consisting of (35) Items.

The results of this study showed that the educational counselors
"assessment of the role of co-curriculum activities in reducing school
dropout was (high) for all scale items. showed no effect of sex and
educational qualification on the role of these activities in reducing
dropout, although there were statistically significant differences on that
role due to the effect of the years of experience variable in favor off those
with less than five years of experience.

Based on these results, the study recommended Preparing guides for Co-
curriculum Activities, indicating their importance, patterns and standards
for their practice
