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Abstract

The current study aimed to examine the relationship between
domestic violence and psychopathic behavior among adolescents in the city
of Haifa. The study sample consisted of (215) male and female adolescents

from public and private schools in Haifa.

The study used a scale to measure domestic violence and

psychopathic behavior among adolescents in Haifa.

The results of the study indicated that domestic violence and
psychopathic behavior among adolescents in Haifa were around the low
value. Also, the results indicated that there was a positive statistically
significant correlation between domestic violence and psychopathic
behavior. In addition, it was showed that there were statistically significant
differences in the level of domestic violence attributed to the variable
(gender) for males’ favor, and there were no statistically significant
differences in the level of domestic violence among adolescents in Haifa
due to the variable (type of school). Moreover, It was clear that there were
no statistically significant differences in the level of psychopathic behavior
among adolescents in Haifa due to the variable (type of school), while there

were statistically significant differences in the level of psychopathic



behavior among adolescents in Haifa due to the variable gender (in favor of

males.

In the view of the mentioned study findings, recommendations
were concluded, and would be beneficial to conduct more similar studies

with experimental nature.
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
