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Abstract

The aim of this study is to explore the problems faced teachers in using modern
strategies in teaching English language in the basic stage students from the
perspective of English teachers in Jordan. The descriptive survey approach was used
in this study. The population of the study consisted of public and private schools’
English teachers of the higher stage from Amman First Education Directorate in
Amman area from both government education sector and private education sector as
well, totaling (515) teachers from the government education sector and (512)
teachers from the private education sector according to the Jordanian Ministry of

Education statistics for the year 2019-2020.

The sample of the study consisted of (128) teachers from the government
education sector and (128) teachers from the private education sector. A proportional
stratified random sample was selected from the population of the study, representing
(25%) of the total population of teachers of English language in Amman First

Education in the Capital Governorate. The teachers were chosen by the random



method, and (117) questionnaires were retrieved from the public education sector
and (106) questionnaires were retrieved from private education sector teachers as

well, for the purposes of statistical analysis.

The researcher developed a questionnaire to measure the problems of
using modern teaching strategies in teaching English language after making
sure of its validity and consistency by scientific means. The questionnaire
consisted of (44) items distributed among three areas (problems in using
differentiation instruction strategy: (12) items, the problems in using
brainstorming strategy: (19) items, and the problems of using the flipped
classroom strategy: (15) items.

The results of the study illustrated that the problems degree in using
modern strategies in teaching was in moderate degree in all areas of the study
instrument. The arithmetic averages ranged between (2.96 - 3.21).

Significant differences were found due to the dimension of mandating
authority (public — private), in favor of public schools, meanwhile, the
brainstorming strategy came first out of the three dimensions of the study.
There were no significant differences found due to the dimension of gender at

(a=0.05).
