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Abstract

The current study aimed to identify the level of Cyberbullying facing
students with learning disabilities and ordinary students from the point of
view of their parents in light of some variables. The study sample was
randomly selected and consisted of (200) parents of students, (63) of them
were the parents of students with learning disabilities, and (137) were the
parents of ordinary students, were their children attend the schools in the
Directorate of Education of Ramtha Brigade in the Hashemite Kingdome of
Jordan. The study was conducted in the 2020/2021 academic year. To
achieve the objectives of the study, the researcher used the descriptive
analytical approach because of its suitability with the desired purpose of this
study. The researcher developed a tool to measure the level of Cyberbullying
facing students with learning disabilities and ordinary students from the
point of view of their parents which its psychometric properties have been

verified.

The results of the study showed that the level of Cyberbullying facing
students with learning disabilities and ordinary students from the point of
view of their parents in light of some variables was average on the overall

score and on all dimensions.



The results also showed statistically significant differences between
the mean averages depending on the students type on the overall degree and
all of the dimensions were in favor of students type gender variable, and
showed of statistically significant differences between the mean averages on
the total degree depending on the gender variable and in favor of the male
students. the results as well showed no statistically significant differences

related to the (school type, class type) variables.

The study came up with a number of recommendations, the most
important of which were: to conduct more studies on this phenomenon using
other variables, to educate the students within this age span about the dangers
of using the Internet in an inappropriate manner, and to guide their parents

to the need to follow up with their children while using the Internet.
