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Abstract

The study aimed to identify the prevailing patterns of parental care
among Vvocational training students and their relationship to satisfaction
with occupational choice. The study population consisted of vocational
training students at the Ain Al-Basha Vocational Training Institute, males.
The size of the study population was (687). The study sample was seected
by means of a stratified random sample. The sample size was (121)
trainees, who were distributed on two training levels (skilled and skilled).
The researcher used the descriptive correlative method. A measure of
parental care patterns was developed and applied, and a measure of
satisfaction with the occupational choice was built and applied. The results
revealed a direct relationship between the democratic style and satisfaction
with the occupational choice, which means that the more the practice of the
democratic style, the higher the degree of satisfaction with the occupational
choice. As well as the existence of an inverse correlation between the
authoritarian style and satisfaction with the occupational choice, meaning
that the more the practice of the authoritarian style, the lower the degree of
satisfaction with the occupational choice. And the absence of a correlation



between the permissive pattern and satisfaction with the occupational
choice. The results of the study also found that all types of parental care
among vocational training students were prevalent at a (medium) degree.
The democratic style came first with an arithmetic mean (3.33), followed
by the permissive style with an arithmetic mean (3.07) and finally the
authoritarian style with an arithmetic mean (2.93). The results showed that
there were no statistically significant differences at the level of significance
(o < 0.05) between the arithmetic averages of the responses of the study
sample of vocational training students on the scale of parenting care
patterns as well as on the scale of occupational satisfaction, according to
the variable (professional level) as all levels of significance For all domains
and for both scales as a whole, it was greater than (0.05). The study
recommended conducting studies and research related to satisfaction with
occupational choice and its relationship to other variables such as

occupational satisfaction such as economic status and standard of living.
