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ABSTRACT

This study aimed to identify the child rearing practices and relationship
with students' attitudes with learning disabilities towards school in Oman.
The study used the relational descriptive approach, the study sample
consisted of (230) male and female students, of (120) male, and (110)
female students of learning disabilities in primary schools in Sultanate of
Oman. To achieve the objectives of the study, the researcher prepared
two scales, the first: a scale to measure the child rearing Practices, and the
second: a scale to measure the attitudes of students with learning
disabilities towards the school, and their validity and consistency were
verified. The results of the study showed that the child rearing Practices
are practiced to a moderate degree from the point of view of students with
learning disabilities, where the field (guidance and counseling) came first
among the domains of child rearing practices, with a high degree of
appreciation, followed it (withdrawal of love and emotional deprivation)
with a Medium degree of appreciation, and finally the domain of
(physical, verbal and psychological punishment), with a moderate degree
of appreciation. The results also showed that students with learning
disabilities show positive trends towards the school in general, where the

level of their attitudes towards their colleagues came first among the



domains of attitudes towards the school, followed it their attitudes
towards the school environment with a high degree of appreciation, and
then their attitudes towards their teachers with a high degree of
Appreciation, and finally their attitudes towards what they learn in school
and their school activities with a high degree of appreciation. The results
showed that there were no statistically significant differences at the level
of significance (0.05 = a) in the arithmetic means of the responses of the
study sample on the areas of child rearing practices, and on the scale as a
whole, and on the domains of attitudes towards the school, and in the
scale as a whole due to the variables of sex and class level, and the results
of the study showed the existence of a correlation Statistical significance
at the level of significance (a = 0.05) between the child rearing practices
and their attitudes towards school among students with learning
disabilities .
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
