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Abstract

The study aimed at recognizing the level of knowledge aboul the
Developmental Learning Disabiity Indicatores in Jarash Governerate in
Jordan. To reach this goal a number of (93) kindergarten Teachers was
selected randomly from the total number (113) of the teachers. The study
tool used is a quetionair consist of (56) Items devided into (6) major
indicators (Attintion deficit, memeory shortage, perception Disability,
Thinking Disability Language Disorder and Motor cordenation). The studiy
reults reveild that the level of kowlege among teachers is average. The
result show that attention deficit is the most commom indicator among the
kindergarten students. The result also show no meaningfull differences at
the level of (a=0.05) according to teachers speciality and experience,
meanwhile a differences foud in teachers education in favor of the post
