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Abstract

This study aimed to find out the degree of Knowledge of Nursery
Administrations about the Montessori System and its Relationship to Their
Attitudes towards its Application in Jordan. To achieve the study
objectives, the researcher used the correlational descriptive method, In
order to collect data from the study sample members, which consisted of
(225) nursery directors who were chosen in a simple random way and
constituted (31%) of the study population, the researcher developed a tool
that consisted of two parts, each one represented a separated questionnaire:
The first: related to the degree of The administrations knowledge of
nurseries in the Montessori system consisted of (31) items distributed into
two fields: knowledge of the principles and foundations of the Montessori
system, and knowledge of the requirements for implementing the system,
while the second dealt with the level of trends towards the application of
the Montessori system in nurseries, and it consisted of (22) items
distributed in (8) negative paragraphs, and (14) positive paragraphs. The
results of the study showed that: the degree of administrations knowledge
of the nursery in Amman-The Capital City- was (high), and that their

attitudes towards the application of this system were at a high level, The



results also showed that there were no statistically significant differences
between the arithmetic averages of the responses of the study sample
members, whether about the degree of their knowledge of the Montessori
system, or their attitudes towards its application, according to the two
variables: years of experience, and educational qualification.. In light of the
results, the study concluded a number of recommendations, including: The
call for: the application of the Montessori system and its activities and
events in all nurseries of the Kingdom, and the creation of educational
supervisors specialized in nurseries curricula in general, and the Montessori
curriculum and its system in particular, similar to the different stages of
education.
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
