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Abstract

The study aimed at clarifying the concept of regional jurisdiction
and its impact on the problem of diplomatic premises according to the
Vienna Convention on Diplomatic Relations and Jordanian Penal Code,
to determine whether the diplomatic premises are a legal territory for the
State to which they belong, and therefore is their law applied to crimes
committed within it? Or are they subject to the territorial validity of the
state in which they are located? To what extent can diplomatic premises
be excluded from the territorial jurisdiction of the host State and what are
the conditions under the 1961 Vienna Convention on Diplomatic

Relations?

The study showed that the territory includes both the real and the
legal region. It is also found that the Vienna Convention granted
diplomatic premises under Article (22) inviolability, so that they may not
be entered or searched only with the consent of the Head of Mission. If
the premises of the mission are used in contravention of international law
or a crime has been committed in one of them, according to article (41) of
the Vienna Convention, the premises lose the inviolability, and the
authorities of the host State may enter and search without waiting for
permission. Consequently, the study concluded that diplomatic premises
are not considered as a legal territory of the host State, but rather a real
territory of the host State whose law applies to crimes committed at



premises, in accordance with some of the formalities set out in the Vienna

Convention.

The study concluded with several recommendations, including: the
need to provide in the Jordanian Penal Code for the provision applicable
in the case diplomatic envoys committed crimes outside the region and
within diplomatic premises, and the need to provide in the Jordanian
Penal Code to clarify that the provision of diplomatic premises falls
within the concept of the real territory of the host country, and their law
applies to it, according to some of the formalities required by the Vienna

Convention.
