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Abstract
This study aimed to identify to the level of psychological security and its relationship

to the level of quality of life with its dimensions (physical dimension, psychological
dimension, social dimension, andenvironmental dimension) for working women with and
without disabilities.and to know if there were statistically significant differences in the
responses of the study sample according to variables (the presence of disability, age, and
educational level). To achieve the objectives of the study the researcher adopted the
correlation descriptive approach, and two measures were developed, one for psychological
security and the other for quality of life, and verified of its reliability and validity. The study
sample consisted of (155) of working women with and without disabilities in amman city.
The results showed that the level of psychological security and the level of quality of life
came with an average level for each of them, the results also showed there are no differences
in the level of psychological security according to the variables (the presence of disability,
age, and educational level), and there are no differences in the level of quality of life
according to variables (the presence of disability, educational level), and there are differences
according to the (age) variable to (45 years and over) for quality of life, the results showed
also that there was a correlational relationship between psychological security and quality of
life in its dimensions for working women with and without disabilities. The study
recommended the necessity to giving working women and with disabilities in particular more
care and effort to raise their professional competence by joining rehabilitation and training

programs so that they can practice their job well.
