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Abstract

The purpose of this study is to identify the judicial oversight of the
legitimacy of administrative systems in accordance with the provisions of
the Iragi and Jordanian constitution, and the complemantary legislation to
them, and it discusses what administrative systems are, including the
types of administrative systems that the executive authority can issue;
determine the legal force for them and include them in the legislative
hierarchy, and their historical development, whether it is considered a

legislative act or nothing more than an administrative act?

The study also seeks to identify the constitutional judiciary’s
oversight of the legitimacy of administrative systems and their stages of
development, along with clarifying the formal and substantive conditions
for the constitutional case, up to the authority of the ruling on the
constitutional case and its impact, and to identify the administrative
judiciary's oversight of the legitimacy of the administrative systems and
their stages of development, along with clarifying the formal and
substantive conditions for a nullity suit, up to the authority of the
judgment in the nullity suit and its impact, with the aim of identifying the
deficiencies of modern legal texts regarding the research and studying

matter, and knowing which of the two serves the public interest upon



appealing the illegality of the administrative regulations, and the study
resulted in a number of results, the most prominent of which was that the
constitutional court in the countries in research when exercising control
over the constitutionality of executive systems; it examines the defects of
administrative legitimacy, even if these regulations violate the
constitution, the violation is indirect, and based on the reasearcher’s
belief; this constitutes a duplication of oversight and that is reflected in
that in terms of the difference in the procedures and the ruling and the

difference in the effects of the sentence.
