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Abstract

The study aimed to the legal provisions for compensation for moral
damage in Jordanian law compared to Islamic law. Compensation is what
the heirs or the aggrieved person is entitled to as a result of death or injury
to which he is exposed. The study used the descriptive and analytical
approach and the comparative approach in comparison with Islamic law,
and the study included four chapters, which are the concept of
compensation provisions for death in Jordanian law and the provisions of
blood money in Islamic law, and is it permissible to combine them.

The study reached many results, the most important of which are:
that legal jurisprudence and Islamic jurisprudence are similar in terms of
interpreting moral damage and compensating for it, so that both systems
are based on different criteria for estimating compensation based on
guesswork. The legal jurisprudence in terms of estimating moral damage
and compensating for it, and that the matter, whether in legal jurisprudence
or Islamic jurisprudence, is judged by the amount of compensation for

moral damage as an estimate, guesswork, and conjecture, given that



suspicion is an estimate of compensation in this way by reparation, and
moral damage is distinguished from material damage in the location of the
damage. If it falls on a financial object, the damage will be financial, and if
it occurs on a moral right, it will be moral. Jurisprudence divided moral
damages into three categories of moral damages related to financial
liability, moral damages that affect the dhimma in its psychological aspect,
and moral damages that are beyond material damages. Based on the results
of the study, the researcher recommends the need to open the way for
images of literary damage so that it is not understood from the text that
these images are for inventory so that he adds a phrase and others.
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
