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Abstract

This study aims to clarify the oversight of the Court of Cassation in
the interpretation of contracts according to Jordanian Law, in order to
determine the role of the Court of Cassation in supervising the
interpretation of contracts, and the interpretation being legally correct and
proper.

The research problem lies in determining the role of the Court of
Cassation in supervising the interpretation of contracts by the parties of the
contract, and the judge examining the case, in light of the lack of clarity of
the concept of interpretation of contracts in general. In dealing with the
research problem, both the descriptive and analytical methods were used.

The study reached a number of results and recommendations, most
importantly of which is that the judge abide by the legal text, and does not
implement justice except as is indicated by legal texts in this regard.

There is no room for jurisprudence within legal texts, and the study
recommended the necessity of amending the first paragraph of Article
(239) of the Jordanian Civil Code, by adding a phrase on the identification
of the real will of the contracting parties, to become “If the term of the

contract is clear in revealing the real will of the contracting parties, then it



IS not permissible to deviate from it by interpreting it to identify a different
will.”
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
