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Abstract

Electronic commercial arbitration is considered to be one of the
results of the rapid development brought about by the information
technology revolution, which specifically focuses on the commercial
arbitration that takes place over a network, according to special rules and
procedures do not require the presence of the parties of the dispute and the
arbitral tribunal in one place, as a general rule, are assigned the task of
adjudicating the dispute, and this also applies to arbitration E-commerce by
assigning some disputes to arbitral tribunals or arbitration centers
Electronic commercial to resolve the dispute after the approval of the
litigants.

Because of the difference between electronic commercial
transactions and traditional commercial transactions, it has required the
existence of a special law regulating the procedures for commercial
transactions, which take place through the means of communication.

Both Jordanian and Saudi legislators did not regulate the law that is

applicable to procedures and left their appreciation of the will of the parties



to the conflict, which is known as (the determination of the principle of the

sovereignty of the parties).

Due to the whole reasons mentioned above, this study came with the
aim of demonstrating the adequacy of legal texts. This to be done through
analytical , descriptive and comparative process to show in application to
procedures electronic commercial arbitration and focus on the procedural
stages of commercial arbitration electronically. Since the electronic
commercial arbitration procedures do not differ from the traditional
commercial arbitration procedures except by the electronic methods and
means used.

The researcher found many results and recommendations , the most
result found is the litigating parties has the free decree to define which law
should be applied to each dispute, however, the most recommended is the
finding of an electronic system that authorizes the litigating parties to refer
the dispute to specialized electronic commercial arbitration centers and all

procedures are taken electronically according to the rules of the center.
