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Abstract

The responsibility of the shipping carrier for environmental pollution
is one of the most important and worthy of study as it deals with many
issues related to human life and society, and in light of the development the
world is witnessing in the modern industrial revolution, there are many
issues that were not known about the environmental pollution of the seas.
This study dealt with the civil liability of the shipping carrier for the
environmental pollution of the seas in accordance with international

conventions.

The most important findings of the study are that the responsibility
of the shipping carrier is of a special nature in its tunneling of goods for all
parties to the transport contract, the shipper and the consignee. The study
also dealt with the responsibility of the shipping carrier for the
environmental pollution of the seas in accordance with international
conventions and the Jordanian Maritime Trade Law, and the statement of
the consequences of marine accidents between ships and pollution of the
marine environment. The study showed the most important differences in
the responsibility of the carrier for pollution of the marine environment.
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
