Abstract

The study aimed to reveal the mechanism of criminal protection of public
money in the light of the Economic Crimes Law and the Integrity and Anti-
Corruption Law. The concept of financial crime acquires a more general,
comprehensive, broader, clearer, accurate and flexible meaning in the law, and that
corruption in all its forms, including bribery, embezzlement, forgery, forgery, abuse
of power and influence, commissions, and others, has become seen as a global
problem, and that the protection of public money from a legal point of view has two
sides, the first Civil protection governed by civil law and the second criminal
protection governed by the Penal Code.
