Abstract

During the stages of its implementation, the contract is exposed to what
threatens its existence and survival, through failure to implement the
obligations arising from the contract, but this failure to implement can be
according to circumstances that allow avoiding the termination of the
contract as a means to dissolve the contractual bond, and to rely on
alternative means that would work The continuity of the contract and its
continuity in spite of its non-implementation, and this happens in the event
that the contract is not implemented for a temporary period, and the debtor
does not fulfill his obligations <This study aimed to identify the temporary
suspension of the implementation of contracts in the Jordanian civil law
compared to some laws such as the Egyptian civil law.
