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A bstract

A contracting contract is a contract in which one of the parties
undertakes to make something or performs work in return for a wage that
the other party undertakes. In the contract, which necessitates amending the
contracting contract because the theory of emergency conditions is an
exception to the principle of binding force of the contract, and it requires
taking into account the side of the debtor when surrounded by
circumstances that were not expected at the conclusion of the contract and
were not taken into account, and to apply the theory to any contract, several
conditions must be met Reference to it, and the judge has the authority to
amend the contract due to the existence of emergency circumstances, either

by increasing or decreasing it, or by stopping the execution.

The study reached a set of results, the most important of which is that
the method of modifying the imbalanced contract due to the emergency
circumstance is done either by decreasing the burdensome obligation or by
increasing the corresponding obligation to the burdensome obligation. The
judge, if the emergency circumstance that necessitated the reduction of the
burdensome obligation before the expiry of the contract term, must cancel

this Reducing the time of the demise of this circumstance and returning to



the rule of the contract as agreed upon by the contracting parties, and the
most prominent of what was recommended by the study we recommend the
Yemeni legislator to reformulate the texts of the civil law in terms of the
formal aspect and divide them into paragraphs as is the case in the
Jordanian civil law Dbecause this facilitates their understanding,
modification or amendment of its paragraph them in the future and easy to

refer to them.
