The study aimed to show that the Jordanian House of
Representatives and the Iragi Council of Representatives go beyond their
role by simply representing a specific segment, social or economic class, or
specific political elites.

The
study also shows that the House of Representatives has the right to monitor
the executive authority through discussing the state budget, and directing
questions and interrogations to the government, as it adds a qualitative
pattern of political behavior to the parliamentary institution in its legislative
and oversight aspects. The analytical approach: by studying the legal texts
contained in the Jordanian and lIragi constitutions and the laws and
regulations that complement them, analyzing and interpreting them in an
integrated terminological interpretation. As well as the comparative
approach: to study the Jordanian and Iraqi constitutional system and its
relationship to the role of the House of Representatives and the
constitutional and legislative possibilities that play this role.

Based on the foregoing, the study reached a set of results and

recommendations, the most important of which are that the effectiveness of



the political system is based on the effectiveness of the electoral system,
which in turn is based on general culture and electoral culture, and the
growth of political culture and the ability to live under elected
representative institutions is a condition for the effectiveness of institutions.

that the period required for ratification of Laws (30) days instead of (15)
days from the date of their receipt; In order for the laws to be properly
studied and audited.
