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Abstract
This study aimed to demonstrate the impact of teaching English language using the

Pentagram strategy on achievement and critical thinking. The study relied on the quasi-
experimental approach, and the research population was represented by all seventh-
grade female students at Wadi al-Deir al-Shargi Mixed School in Jerash. Two sections
were chosen from the seventh-grade sections. They numbered (60) female students. The
two groups were randomly assigned to an experimental group taught according to the
Pentagram strategy, and a control group taught according to the usual method. An
achievement test was prepared and a critical thinking scale was developed.

The results of the study showed that there were statistically significant differences in the
average scores of the female students of the two study groups in the academic
achievement test, in favor of the experimental group. It also showed that there were
statistically significant differences at the level of significance (0.05) between the
average responses of the female students of the two study groups in the critical thinking
scale, in favor of the experimental group that was taught using the strategy pentagram.
The study recommended holding training workshops for English language teachers, to
train them on the skills of producing and using pentagrams in teaching the English
language.
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
