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Abstract

This study aimed to reveal the psychometric properties of research skills test
among graduate students in Jordanian universities, to identify the level of research
skills among graduate students in Jordanian universities, and to identify if there are
statistically significant differences in research skills due to the variables (gender,
type of university, and type of college). The study sample consisted of (315) male
and female graduate students from public and private universities in Jordan, in
scientific and humanities colleges. The study adopted the descriptive approach. To
achieve the objectives of the study, a test of research skills was developed, which
consisted of (35) items in its final form. The results of the study showed that the
test has appropriate psychometric properties. The results of the exploratory factor
analysis showed the existence of six domains, namely: validity and reliability,

references and documentation, research procedures, research and its types,



concepts and previous studies, statistical analysis. The results of the (t) test showed
that all the test items have a discriminatory ability between the students of the
upper and lower categories. Therefore, all the test items were kept and no item was
deleted.The results also revealed that the research skills of graduate students in
Jordanian universities were at an average level. The results also revealed that there
are no statistically significant differences in the level of research skills due to its

variables, except for the variable of college, in favor of humanities colleges.
