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Abstract

The current study aimed to reveal cognitive dependency and its
relationship with emotional thinking among tenth grade students in Jordan.
The study sample consisted of (400) male and female students who were
randomly selected from the tenth grade in the. High schools in Ammam
The descriptive, correlational approach was used, and two scales were
developed: the cognitive dependency scale and the emotional thinking
scale, and their validity and reliability coefficients were verified. The
results of the study showed that the level of cognitive dependence among
tenth grade students in Jordan was moderate, with Mean (3.49). The results
also showed that the level of emotional thinking among tenth grade
students in Jordan was moderate, with the Mean (3.35) there are no
statistically significant differences at the level (a = 0.05) between the
arithmetic means of cognitive dependency among tenth grade students in
Jordan due to the variables of gender and type of school, and there are no
statistically significant differences at the level (a = 0.05) Mean emotional
thinking among tenth grade students in Jordan attributed to the variables of
gender and school type, and the existence of a positive correlation between
cognitive dependency and emotional thinking.
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
