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Abstract

This study aimed to investigate the impact of teaching Arabic using
educational drama on enhancing speaking and reading skills among
second-grade students in Jordan. To achieve this objective, an experimental
quasi-experimental design was employed with two groups (control and
experimental). A purposive sampling method was used to select a sample
of 44 male and female students from the second grade at Al-Muhajireen
Mixed Primary School in Amman during the first semester of the academic
year 2023-2024. Using random assignment, 22 students from Class (A)
were taught as the experimental group, and 22 students from Class (B)
constituted the control group. The study utilized two instruments: namely a
reading skills test and an observation card, in addition to a teacher's
guide.Moreover,the findings of the study revealed that there was a
statistically significant difference between the experimental group and the
control group with respect to the impact of educational drama on speaking
and reading skills at level of significance (0=0.05) in favor of the
experimental group which was taught using educational dram, compared to
the control group taught through via the regular methods. Finally, based on
these result, the researcher recommended several suggestions, including the
incorporation of educational drama in Arabic language teaching.
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
