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Abstract

This study aimed to shed light on the Jordanian legislation related to the
crime of electronic publishing, and to conduct a comparison with various
Arab and foreign laws in this field. The study addressed the concept of the
crime of electronic publishing and its elements, how the Jordanian law and
comparative laws regulate this crime, and analyzed the similarities and

differences between Jordanian legislation and other legislations.

The study adopted the descriptive method to understand and analyze the
legal texts, relying on available facts and evidence to reach conclusions
about the position of the Jordanian legislator on the crime of electronic
publishing. It also used the analytical method to analyze the legal texts
addressing the subject to understand the position of the Jordanian legislator,
and the comparative method to compare Jordanian legislation with what is

practiced in comparative legislation, agreements, and international laws.

The results indicated that Jordanian legislation lacks a clear definition of
the term “electronic publishing.” However, the Jordanian legislator
provided a definition for publishing through electronic means in the
Copyright Protection Law No. (22) of 1992 as amended.

The study recommended the addition of clear provisions in Jordanian

legislation to explicitly define the term electronic publishing, and



emphasized the importance of regulating electronic publishing with a
special law due to the complexity and interconnection of crimes associated

with it and their diverse forms.
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
