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Abstract

This study aimed to determine the predictive ability of using social
media sites in psychological, social, and cultural identity effects on the

family from university students in Jordan point of view.

A randomly selected, proportionally stratified sample of 771 students
was surveyed. The study utilized three distinct scales to measure social
media usage, psychological and social effects on the family, and cultural

identity within the family.

After validating and confirming the reliability of the tools, they were
administered to the study sample. The descriptive analytical method was

employed to achieve the objectives of this study.

The findings of this study revealed that university students' usage of
social media sites, from their perspective, was moderate. Similarly, the
psychological and social impacts of using social media sites were found to
be moderate, as was the level of cultural identity among the families of the

study participants. Regarding predictive ability, social media sites



accounted for 17.90% of the total explained variance in the predictive
model for psychological and social effects on the family. Additionally, they
contributed 11.70% to the total explained variance in the predictive model

for the cultural identity variable within the family.

Based on the findings, the researcher recommends further
exploration of the study variables and their connections to additional

factors, such as family cohesion and family adaptation.
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
