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Abstract

This study addresses a topic of great importance, namely the crime of money
laundering, which is considered one of the most dangerous crimes in the current
era. The significance of this study stems from the increasing volume of cash
exchanges and the tendency of criminals to legitimize the funds obtained from
their criminal activities to present them as legitimate before specialized
authorities. Furthermore, many international and national legislations aim to
combat this crime, such as the Jordanian legislator who issued the Anti-Money
Laundering and Counter-Terrorism Financing Law No. 20 of 2021, which is one

of the modern laws.

The purpose of this study is to highlight the legal framework of the crime of
money laundering by elucidating the elements of this crime and the responsibility
of its perpetrators, whether the perpetrator is a legal entity or a natural person, and
to evaluate the adequacy of the penalties in deterring those who commit this
crime. The study also examines the problem of the adequacy of international and
national legislations in confronting the perpetrators of this crime and the extent to

which Law No. 20 of 2021 aligns with international legislations.

The researcher arrived at several findings, the most significant of which is the
expansion of Jordanian law concerning the nature of the original crime that

yielded dirty money. One of the key recommendations made by the researcher is



the necessity of a prior conviction for a preceding crime that resulted in dirty

money in order to criminalize the offender for money laundering.
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
