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Abstract

This study aimed at identifying the level of self- Assertion and identifying
cases in the sample of high school students in the University Brigade
schools and to achieve the study's objectives, the correlative descriptive
curriculum was used. The study sample consisted of 780 students from the
first secondary and orientation grades in the schools of the University
Brigade Directorate in the capital Amman. They were selected in a random
manner. The results showed that the level of self-assurance among
secondary school students in Jordan came at a moderate level, and that
cases of identity successively came as follows: (postponement, verification,
dispersion, closure), and a statistically significant (positive) relationship
between each of the four cases of identity and self-assurance where the
values of the Pearson coefficient held positive values, indicating that the
relationship was expulsive. The results also showed that there were no
statistically significant differences in the level of self-assurance depending
on the sex and class variables, that there were statistically significant
differences in all cases of identity depending on the sex variable in favor of
males in all cases of identity, and that there were no statistically significant
differences in all cases of identity depending on the class variable..
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
