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Abstract

This study addressed the legal regulation of electronic banking contracts, by
dividing it into five chapters. The researcher explained the concept of electronic
banking contracts and the characteristics of the electronic banking contract in the
second chapter. In the third chapter, the researcher explained the legal adaptation
of the electronic banking contract, and in the fourth chapter the researcher
addressed the obligations. Resulting from both the bank and the customer in the
electronic banking contract.

The study aimed to clarify what is covered by electronic banking contracts, in
addition to explaining the legal regulation of electronic banking contracts,
determining the responsibility incurred by the parties to the electronic banking
contract, and the responsibility of both the bank and the customer in the electronic
banking contract.

At the end of the study, the researcher reached a set of results, the most important
of which is that the Jordanian legislator did not clarify what is meant by the
electronic banking contract and did not develop a special legal text defining the
concept of the electronic banking contract, but rather limited himself to defining
electronic transactions in the Electronic Transactions Law No. (15) of 2015, and
recommended The researcher asked the Jordanian legislator to provide a clear and
clear text explaining what is meant by the electronic banking contract, its types and
elements.
