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Abstact

The current study aimed to explore the level of ambition and its correlation
with marital problems among newlyweds consulting reform, mediation,
and family reconciliation offices in Madaba. The study employed a
descriptive-correlational methodology, and the study sample consisted of
newlywed couples consulting these family reform offices in Madaba,
totaling (128) couples, selected through a convenient method. To achieve
the study objectives, the researcher developed a scale to measure the level
of ambition consisting of (29) items and a scale to measure marital
problems consisting of (40) items. After ensuring their validity and
reliability, these scales were applied to the study sample.

The results indicated that the level of ambition among newlyweds
consulting family reform offices in Madaba was average, with a high level
of marital problems reported among them. Additionally, the results showed
no significant differences in the level of ambition and marital problems
among newlyweds consulting family reform offices in Madaba based on
gender and educational qualification. Furthermore, the results revealed a
negative correlation between the level of ambition and marital problems.

The study concluded with several recommendations, including directing
family reform offices to provide counseling programs for couples on
effective communication skills, conflict management, relationship
development, and the foundations of successful marital life.
