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Abstract

This study aimed to clarify the aspects of legislative policy in dealing
with the crime of trading in influence in the legislation of comparative
countries, and to clarify the approach of the Jordanian legislator in dealing
with this crime, and to reach the interest subject to protection that the penal
legislator seeks from criminalizing it and identifying its distinction, and
highlighting the legal structure of this crime and its provisions. And the
penalties imposed for committing it, and to achieve the objectives of the
study, it was divided into four chapters. In the second chapter, we dealt
with the nature of the crime of trading in influence, and in the third chapter,
we dealt with the legal structure of the crime of trading in influence, and in
the fourth and final chapter, we discussed the impact resulting from the
occurrence of the crime of trading in influence, and based on the above, we
concluded The study led to many results, the most important of which was
that for the crime of trading in influence to occur, it is necessary by law
that the criminal intent be contemporary with the material nature of the
crime. Otherwise, that is, if this intent is not present at the time of

committing the material act, the crime will not be committed. Finally, the



researcher recommends amending Article (182) of the Jordanian Penal
Code. No. (16) of 1960 and its amendments by removing the sentence
related to abuse of influence in order to eliminate confusion between the

crime of abuse of influence and the crime of abuse of power.
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
