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Abstract

The current study aimed to evaluate the quality of early intervention
programs for people with disabilities from the point of view of caregivers
in Jordan. The study sample consisted of (250) caregivers in special
education centers. The current study used the descriptive analytical
approach. To achieve the purposes of the study, the researcher developed a
questionnaire to evaluate The quality of early intervention programs for
people with disabilities, which consists of six areas: (management and
organization, buildings, equipment and early intervention devices, skills
possessed by workers in early intervention programs, services provided to
children in early intervention programs, documentation and record keeping
in the institution Yes, the team is diverse Specializations in early

intervention programs) divided into (56) items.

The study reached a set of results: that the level of evaluation of the
quality of early intervention programs for people with disabilities from the
perspective of caregivers in Jordan was high, and it was found that there
were no statistically significant differences (o = 0.05) attributed to the

effect of the disability category in evaluating the quality of intervention



programs Bakkar for people People with disabilities in Jordan in all fields
and overall degrees, and it was found that there were statistically
significant differences (o = 0.05) for the geographical location variable
between the location (Amman) on the one hand and the two locations
(Zarqa, Irbid) on the other hand, and the differences were in favor of the

location (Amman) in all Fields and overall degree.
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
