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Abstract

The current study aims to identify the impact of wars and disasters
through media and its relationship with the Psychological resilience of

children in Jordan.

The study used the descriptive associative approach. The sample of
the study consisted of (443 )students from the fifth and sixth grades who
follow the events of wars and disasters through media in private schools in
the Marka District of Amman 4™ Directorate. In order to achieve the
objectives of the study, two scales were developed: the children’s revised
impact of events scale, and the brief resilience Scale. The result of the
study showed that the level of the impact of wars and disasters through
media on children in Jordan came up with an average level. The level of
resilience Scale also came up with average level. In addition, the study
showed no statistically significant differences in each of the impact of the
events of wars and disasters through media and the brief resilience Scale in
Jordan due to the variables (gender, duration of exposure to the media and
type of media used). Except for the intrusion dimension in the children’s
revised impact of events scale, the results showed statistically significant

differences according to the gender and the differences were in favour of



girls. The results also showed an inverse relationship between the impact of
wars and disasters through media and the resilience Scal .Based on the
results, the study recommends setting counselling programs to help
children in Jordan to reduce the impact of wars and disasters and raise the
resilience for children.
