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Abstract

The current study aimed to reveal the criminal responsibility of
individuals before the International Criminal Court. In answering the
problem, a descriptive approach was used, as well as a method of analyzing
the content of provisions related to referring heads of state to the
International Criminal Court, while making use of international practice
and the court’s jurisprudence. international criminal. The research relies on
the analytical approach with some comparisons of cases of defendants
being brought to the International Criminal Court. The researcher also
relies on the historical approach to study and clarify the reasons that led to
the establishment of the International Criminal Court and previous cases of

submission to the Court and the resulting applications.

The study concluded that the head of state has a major role with regard to
international relations. Therefore, international law granting him
immunities and privileges to avoid being subject to judicial accountability
comes with the aim of perpetuating international relations and maintaining
global peace and security. Not allowing any country, regardless of its
status, to conclude a mutual agreement with any other country that would



lead to the extradition of criminals to the International Criminal Court. The
study recommended that the international legislator define a clear and
unambiguous definition of crimes against humanity, based on the Rome
