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Abstract

The theory of the moral actor is predicated on the exploitation of a person
possessing criminal capacity and intent by another person who lacks legal
capacity or by a person who has selected someone else with criminal intent
to execute the crime. This individual is referred to as the "remote
executor<" as they carry out the crime through the use of innocent
individuals< which may lead to the development of a criminal mentality

within them« driving them to habituate or repeat the crime.

Numerous Arab penal codes have addressed the punishment of the moral
actor< while other legislations have remained silent on this theory« meaning
it has not been addressed by a legislative text that clarifies its elements:
conditions of occurrence« and punishment. This is the case in Jordanian

law« which has prompted the preparation of this study.

The significance of this study lies in its degree of alignment with legal
logice which seeks to attribute a crime to its true perpetrator by determining
their criminal liability and identifying any deficiencies or gaps in the
Jordanian legal texts with the aim of reaching effective solutions that

benefit legal communities in general.
