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Abstract

Anyone who hastens the end of a person’s life before its natural end
commits a crime of murder. There is no room for debate when we are
dealing with an offender and a victim. However, debate arises in cases that
can be termed as self-inflicted crimes, where the perpetrator and the victim

are the same person, as in the case of suicide.

It has become apparent that criminal scholars have neglected to study the
phenomenon of suicide from a legal perspective, relying significantly on
studies from psychologists, psychiatrists, and sociologists. Laws have also
overlooked this aspect. Humanitarian duty necessitates giving greater
importance to the preventive aspect of this phenomenon and setting limits
on its practitioners and holding instigators and helpers accountable.
Therefore, we found it necessary to research the crime of incitement to and
assistance in suicide from a legal perspective, given the scarcity of
available sources and the need to reconsider the legislative formulation that

criminalizes it.
