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Abstract

It is undeniable that for human society to survive, it must be integrated into
a state that can maintain its existence. When the legislator criminalizes
certain acts and imposes penalties for them, the goal is to protect the
fundamental interests of society as a whole. This requires the legislator to
include among the criminalized acts those that pose a threat to the state's
structure.

Consequently, the legislator must consider global developments and
continuously intervene to add or amend legal provisions to ensure the
security and stability of society.

The importance of this study lies in our identification of deficiencies in the
legal texts within Jordanian legislation and their inability to clarify many
sensitive legal points. There is also a lack of detailed and precise legal
provisions governing such crimes, leading to reliance on general principles
of Jordanian criminal law and a scarcity of criminal rulings on this subject.
We have concluded with a number of recommendations, urging the

Jordanian legislator to amend the legal texts mentioned in this study.
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
