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Abstract

This study aims to define the legal framework for the right to access
information within the Jordanian law. It discusses the concept of the right
to access information and explores its scope and legal framework both
internationally and nationally. The study highlights the main restrictions
mentioned in Law No. (47)/ 2007 and in other Jordanian legislations. It
also addresses the status of this right within Jordan's national plans and
agendas and the measures taken by the government to facilitate the smooth
and transparent flow of information.

The researchers found that the legal framework for the right to access
information in Jordan is based on a set of interconnected constitutional
texts derived from the rights and duties of Jordanian citizens. The
provisions are primarily derived from the main legislation on this right,
Law No. (47)/ 2007, and its amendments. Despite continuous development,
there are other legislative challenges that limit the full enjoyment of this
right. The study concludes with a set of findings and recommendations that
may help to remove obstacles, restrictions, and distortions, hence enabling
individuals to access the necessary information for political and
administrative reforms that build a progressive nation based on good
citizenship, successful administration, and characterized by a civil state and
the rule of law.
