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Abstract
This study aimed to clarify the legislative basis on which arbitration
in disputes on documentary accreditation of arbitration is based, through
which it reviewed its importance and the practical need to regulate its
provisions and showed the position of the Jordanian legislator, who did not
take over a legal regulation of documentary accreditation and what disputes
that may arise from it. The Jordanian arbitration law did not address the
subjection of disputes arising from the contract of documentary
accreditation to arbitration as a means of dispute resolution. This study
reached the possibility of subjecting disputes arising from documentary
credits to arbitration, so that the legislation regulating arbitration came to
provide for the subjection of both commercial and civil matters to
arbitration. Arbitration procedures in documentary accreditation disputes,

and despite the lack of legislation in them, are subject to the general rules



and provisions of arbitration procedures stipulated in national laws or

international conventions.

This study also found the compatibility of arbitration as a legal
system for resolving disputes with documentary credit, according to the
principles on which each of them and their parties seek to achieve goals,
which are quickly and flexibly to implement their obligations and
independence, which is the cornerstone of the arbitration agreement so that
the arbitration agreement is independent of the original contract, as well as
well as the case with the documentary credit contract, which is the principle
of independence, the bank's commitment to implement its obligation to pay
the price of the accreditation is not affected by the relationship between the
order customer (issuer) and the beneficiary. The documentary credit
contract is independent of the basic contract. This in a legal form, we are
sure that the invalidity of the original contract does not invalidate the
arbitration agreement, as well as the invalidity of the basic contract does
not arrange the documentary credit contracts.
