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Abstract

This study aimed to explain the concept of the crime of electronic
defamation as one of the crimes that has been frequently committed in
recent times, especially in light of the increasing use of the Internet and
social networking sites, by clarifying its elements and the difference
between it and similar crimes. This study also addressed the problem of
legislative deficiency surrounding The text of Article (20) of the
Cybercrimes Law, which relates to the lack of clarity of what is meant by
electronic defamation, in addition to the lack of clarity of the elements of
the crime of electronic defamation, in addition to the fact that the crime of
defamation is one of the crimes that affect human rights related to the
human personality, so it is not possible to imagine the silence of the
Jordanian legislator in clarifying its legal provisions¢ This study came
within a descriptive and analytical framework for the purposes of
describing the crime of electronic defamation and analyzing the legal texts
related to the subject of the study, in addition to using the comparative

approach to compare the legislation under study.



The study reached a set of results, the most important of which is that the
subject of the crime of electronic defamation and its subject is digital data
and information, which targets attacks on the private lives of the victims, as
this crime either occurs on the computer itself or through it, as it is
sometimes the site of the crime and the means for committing it at other
times. Another place is electronic information related to the reputation of
individuals and defamation of them, and a set of recommendations, the
most important of which is the need for the Jordanian legislator to define
electronic defamation within the electronic crimes law, even though it is
not the legislator’s task to set legal definitions in order to limit the
interpretation of the concepts related to this crime, especially since it is

similar to other crimes. Crimes.
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
