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Abstract

This study addresses a highly significant topic, which is "The Penal
Confrontation of the Crime of Spreading False News through Electronic
Means." It tackles the issue of whether the legal texts are sufficient to
confront the crime of spreading false news, differentiating between the
dissemination of such false news in times of peace and war, and the
resulting effects. It also examines the role of electronic means, social
media, and digital platforms in the spread of this crime.

The study aims to clarify the nature of false news, the criteria for
distinguishing it from other terms, its forms and types, and the elements
constituting it. This is achieved by comparing the stance of both the
Jordanian and Egyptian legislators on the matter, following the
comparative analytical descriptive approach.

This study is divided into five chapters. The first chapter includes the
introduction and literature review of the study. The second chapter
discusses the legal nature of the crime of spreading false news through
electronic means. The third chapter addresses the elements of the crime of
spreading false news through electronic means and the resulting penalties.

The fourth chapter deals with the effects of spreading false news through



electronic means. The fifth and final chapter presents the conclusion,
results, and recommendations.

Among the most significant findings of the study is that the danger of
the crime of spreading false news electronically lies in its effects on the
public, instilling fear, terror, and anxiety, whether due to its impact on
public opinion or its infringement on the state’s prestige and sovereignty.

One of the key recommendations of the study is that the Jordanian
legislator should adopt the approach of the Egyptian legislator in penalizing
attempts to commit electronic crimes, as the Egyptian legislator has
stipulated the punishment of attempts in Articles (40-41) of the Law on

Combating Information Technology Crimes.
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
