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Abstract

This study focused on analyzing and comparing the legal guarantees for
juvenile defendants during trial, in light of the legal legislation and judicial
systems in Jordan and France, given the continuous development of those
systems in their legislations. The study relied on the descriptive-analytical
method and the comparative method in analyzing and comparing the legal
substantive and procedural rules stipulated in these legislations, in order to
determine their adequacy, shortcomings, and effectiveness in ensuring a
fair trial for the juvenile defendant, and the extent to which they are aligned
with international rules and principles regarding the protection and care of
juveniles. The study concluded with several findings, the most important of
which is the alignment of Jordanian and French legislation in providing key
guarantees related to ensuring a fair trial for the juvenile defendant, in
accordance with international justice principles, such as establishing a
specialized judiciary for juveniles. Based on the study's findings, a number
of recommendations were made, the most important of which is that the
Jordanian legislator should explicitly stipulate in the Jordanian Juvenile
Law the qualifications and characteristics required for judges specialized in
juvenile trials.
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
