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Abstract

The aim of the study was to demonstrate the authority of the civil
judge to complete the contract in Jordanian legislation. A descriptive
analytical approach and a comparative approach were used. The study was
addressed through an introduction and five chapters. The first chapter
addressed the introduction, the second chapter addressed the nature of the
contract, the third chapter addressed the jurisprudential and judicial role in
interpreting the contract, and the fourth chapter addressed the authority of
the judge to complete the requirements of the contract and amend its
provisions. The study concluded with a number of the following results:
The judge can use legal texts to complete the contract through multiple
judicial applications, which is represented by the rulings issued by the
Court of Cassation in Jordan. The judge must also adhere to legal texts to
apply justice, as there is no room for interpretation in the field of texts. The

study recommended the necessity of working to amend the text of Article



(239/1) of the Jordanian Civil Code: “It is not permissible to deviate from
the true will of the contracting parties by interpreting it if the phrase in the
contract is clear in revealing the true will of the contracting parties.
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
