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Abstract

This study deals with a newly emerging topic, namely the legal
responsibility of the parties to the franchise contract in the event of a
boycott, a topic of great importance due to its direct impact on commercial
and economic relations, as the study includes a comprehensive analysis of
the concept of the franchise contract and its legal nature, starting from the
stages of negotiation and the obligations of the parties to the stage of
expiration of the contract, and this study aimed to determine the
responsibilities of the parties to the contract, in the event of a boycaott,
Clarifying the impact of a boycott on the termination of the contract and
whether it is considered a force majeure event or an extraordinary

circumstance.

It is worth noting that product boycotts have a direct impact on both
parties to the franchise contract, as they lead to a reduction in the spread of

the brand and a decrease in revenues from franchise fees, while for the



grantee, they lead to a decline in sales and profits, which may lead some

branches to reduce their operations or close.

One of the most prominent recommendations of the study is to recommend
that the Jordanian legislature enact a special law that regulates the
provisions of the franchise contract, the obligations and rights of its parties,
and the legal responsibility of its parties in the event of emergency
circumstances such as boycotts, and to encourage the inclusion of
arbitration clauses to accelerate the resolution of disputes.
