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Abstract

The Jordanian Constitution emphasizes the independence of the judiciary. The
state typically organizes the judicial function through bodies known as courts, which
operate in the name of the state and rely on its authorities. The role of the court is
limited to resolving disputes, establishing truths, and applying the law, after which a
judicial ruling is issued that determines the rights of the parties based on the established
facts. In order for judgments to be effective, they must be reasoned, and reasoning is
considered one of the most challenging tasks faced by a judge. The law requires the
judge to issue their ruling based on legal and ethical grounds, ensuring the validity of

the judge's opinion based on the facts.

This study came with the aim of understanding the principle of reasoning in civil
judicial rulings and analyzing it from both legal and linguistic perspectives. It seeks to
identify the legal basis for the reasoning of judgments, clarify the types of reasoning, its
conditions, and its impact on the authority of civil judicial rulings, as well as determine
the legal consequences and effects resulting from the reasoning of judgments and the

defect of corruption in reasoning.



The study reached several conclusions, the most prominent of which is that the
reasoning of judicial rulings is a crucial element in making judicial decisions, contributes
to achieving justice and fairness in the judiciary, and enhances trust in the legal system.
The study also recommended several suggestions, including the necessity for the
executing student to be aware of the conditions of legal procedures and to adhere to them
precisely, as well as providing effective mechanisms for the swift and efficient execution
