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Abstracts

This study addressed a newly emerging topic, namely venture capital
companies, through the principle of limitation related to the privatization of
the Jordanian company law.

This study aimed to clarify the nature of venture capital companies
and their legal controls. It also highlighted the importance of the study in
clarifying the legal provisions related to venture capital companies, starting
from the establishment stage, whether direct establishment, or converting
the status of any existing company to a venture capital company. Venture
capital, all the way to the liquidation stage, by following the descriptive

and analytical approaches.

This study was divided into five chapters. The first chapter dealt with
the introduction to the study and its literary background. The second
chapter dealt with the general framework of venture capital companies. The
third chapter dealt with the establishment of venture capital companies. The
fourth chapter dealt with the liquidation of venture capital companies and
their control. In the fifth and final chapter Study conclusion, results and

recommendations.



One of the most prominent findings of the study was that the
Jordanian legislator did not determine the fate of the venture capital
company in the event of the liquidation of the sole financing legal partner.
The study also concluded that it is necessary to include a new managing
partner in the company in the event that the sole managing partner loses his
capacity within a period not exceeding Sixty days.

Among the most prominent recommendations is determining the fate of the
venture capital company in the event of the liquidation of the sole financing
legal partner, and increasing the period stipulated in Article (81/f) related to
introducing a new managing partner to replace the managing partner who

has lost his capacity, to become ninety days instead of sixty days.
