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Abstract

This study aimed to reveal the adequacy of legal texts to regulate the
contract for the purchase of commercial rights (factoring), in the absence of
a special legislation regulating the contract for the purchase of commercial
rights (factoring) in Jordan, and to determine its nature, provisions and
legal conditions, we have decided to study the adequacy of legal texts to
regulate the contract for the purchase of commercial rights (factoring), the
study used the descriptive and analytical approach through the analysis of
legal texts in the Jordanian civil law, through the Jordanian legislation in
force related to the subject of the study. In addition to analyzing the
doctrinal opinions that dealt with the subject of the study.

The study has reached a number of results, the most important of which is:
the factoring contract is one of the unnamed contracts if compared with
other contracts, because there are no legal provisions regulating this type of
contract in the Jordanian legislation, so it was left to the general rules. The
factoring contract is also based on personal consideration, the importance
of this lies in the completion and emergence of the contract. The study also
found that the contract for the purchase of commercial rights is a bilateral

contract within a three-party process, the factoring process, due to the



agreement on that contract and its conclusion between two parties, the
seller of debt and the buyer of debt.

In light of the results of the study, the Jordanian legislator recommended
the need to regulate the factoring contract within its own law, after it was
clarified that this type of contract has its own nature that distinguishes it
from all the so-called contracts.
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
